Majestic America Line Pays Tribute to the Legendary Delta Queen

Tribute Event planned for Madison, Indiana at noon on July 27, 2008

Majestic America Line, one of the world’s premier river cruise lines and the largest river and 
coastal cruising company in America, is proud to pay tribute to the Delta Queen by 
celebrating this historic landmark during her 2008 season with guests and the communities 
that hold her storied tradition of sailing the waterways of the United States so dear.  

A beloved fixture of America’s rivers, 176-guest Delta Queen is a registered historic treasure 
of the Department of the Interior and the National Trust for Historic Preservation.
